Some short information.

The main purpose of the association is to promote activities related to humanitarian and cooperation projects thru direct intervention without any intermediary entities.

Solidarity and reciprocity is the theoretical and operative fulcrum of the aim of the association.

Objectives of the House of Hope project

The objectives of this plan can be summarized as follows: 

1. Provide help through support the people of Kranshoek. 

2. To teach sporting knowledge and skills to the kids. 

3. To provide clothing to the needy within the community.

4. By keeping the kids off the street.

Motivation

Kranshoek, one of the many townships in South Africa, is situated only 15 kilometres north of the picturesque coastal town of Plettenberg Bay. Compared to the many villas overlooking the beautiful blue bay, the “shack” conditions are appalling. Many homes do not have running water or electricity. The Mandela home project which has provided many small colourful brick homes so far cannot keep up with the influx of people into the already over populated township. Kranshoek also has a high unemployment rate. Plettenberg Bay provides many seasonal jobs, but come winter, it is a different story all together. In these circumstances, crime seems like the only answer to many. Other social obstacles are also quite rife such as domestic violence, drug and alcohol abuse, teenage pregnancy and much more. Why is it that the children are the ones who always suffer? Their calls often fall on deaf ears. Let us stop this vicious circle and give the Kids of Kranshoek hope for a brighter future. 

Background

Kid of Kranshoek is a House of Hope project. 

House of Hope, Kranshoek is a South African Non Profit Organization (NPO) whose activities are aimed at stimulating the educational development of youngsters from underprivileged backgrounds living in previously disadvantaged communities in the Bitou district in the Western Cape. By creating better opportunities for youngsters to participate in the labour market, House of Hope aims at improving the current situation of social and economic distress. House of Hope was founded in 30 June 2009. Their idea is to support the poor children and remove them from the street, offer them one meal a day for 5 days and create activities and teach them different skills. At the beginning it was 30 children and now they are 200 children and they still increase. One year later and thanks to the commitment of all co-operators, the adoption project has developed into a full-blown organisation that not only guides and follows up children from the adoption project, but also develops and implements educational projects and engages in parental working.
